Recruitment and Appointment of Trustees

Trustees are appointed or reappointed by the Members at the Annual General Meeting, which is held in September each year. Office Bearers are appointed or reappointed each year. Other Trustees are appointed on a rotational basis for periods of up to three years. The Trustees can also co-opt additional Trustees.

Governing Document

The Branch is an autonomous charitable unincorporated association of members of the Royal Scottish Country Dance Society. While the Branch has similar objects to, and associates with, the Society, it operates and carries out its administration and management independently. The Branch objects and administration arrangements are set out in the Constitution.

Charitable Objects

The objects, as set out in the Constitution, are:-

a) to preserve and further the practice of traditional Scottish country dancing;

b) to provide, or assist in providing, special education or instruction in the practice of Scottish country dancing;

c) to promote the enjoyment and appreciation of Scottish country dancing by any suitable means;
d) generally to do such things as are considered to be incidental or conducive to the attainment of 
the objects stated above.
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Activities and Achievements 
The nine Spring Classes and nine Summer Dances run during 2023 were mostly well attended and we managed an overall surplus by the end of the summer.  Many thanks to everyone who supported us and to the excellent musicians and teachers who agreed to participate. 

The AGM in September 2023 was followed by ‘A Dance Through the Decades’ session to celebrate the Centenary of the Royal Scottish Country Dance Society. Music was provided by James Coutts.

All three Autumn and Winter classes held during 2023/2024 achieved a surplus. Thanks to the teachers and dancers who supported these classes.
The Charity Trifle Dance, which is a joint venture with the Ericht class, was reinstated and held at the beginning of April 2024. Dancers enjoyed dancing to the music of David Oswald’s Band and just under £500 was raised for the  Cornhill Macmillan Centre at Perth Royal Infirmary. Due to the accounting system of the Blairgowrie Town Hall Association, we were unable to pay for the hall during this period of accounts. A payment of £66 will be shown in the accounts for 2024/2025. A presentation will be made to Cornhill Macmillan Centre PRI later in the summer.
Branch membership for the year was:  Adults 77,   Life 9,   Total 86  plus 7 Associate members.
Trustee Remuneration and Expenses

No Trustees received payment for their services as teachers or musicians during the year.

There were no Related Party Transactions paid during the year.

Reserves
The current reserves policy is restated below:
1. That reserves should be utilised to allow prices at Branch events to be maintained at an affordable and reasonable level whilst expanding Branch activities.
2. That sufficient funds, to cover the cost of running standard Branch events for one year, are in reserve as recommended by the Office of the Scottish Charity Regulator (OSCR).
3. That the level of reserves and this policy is monitored and reviewed by the Trustees on an ongoing basis and shared with members at the AGM.

The current Trustees have reviewed the reserves policy and do not recommend any changes.

The Branch held unrestricted funds of £11682.06 at the year end and the Trustees consider these funds to be sufficient.  The funds in reserve also cover replacement equipment.
